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Understanding your Programme

The Graduate Diploma is a multidisciplinary graduate programme,
designed for graduates who are engaged in Occupational Safety
and Health (OSH), who have not previously achieved a higher level
qualification in OSH. At the end of your programme, you will have
the ability to develop and implement health and safety
management and risk management systems relevant to the OSH
needs of your professional discipline; professional and academic
writing skills; self-management and self-directive skills and basic
research skills.

Admission requirements

* You should normally be an honours graduate (2.1 or above) of an
Irish level 8 degree, or international equivalent, in a cognate
discipline.

+ You should be a working adult.

* You should have at least three years’ work experience at the time
of application.

Priority is given to applicants who are active in Occupational
Safety and Health.

You will be required to supply transcripts of your primary degree
and the supporting documents overleaf at the time of your
application.

How to apply

required to pay an online non-refundable application fee.

What must be provided with each application?

Your application will be reviewed when all the necessary
documents are submitted, as long as they are received before the
closing date. You will need to submit:

¢ A CV (maximum 2 pages).

* A personal statement of approximately 500 words. Your
personal statement should focus on a) your interest in OSH, b)
how you expect the programme will impact on your career and
c) how you plan to balance your work, life and study
commitments. (Please use these headings).

+ Copies of your degree parchments as well as full transcripts of
your results.

* You will need to provide original documents for verification
prior to registration. Please visit UCD Registry webpage
(http://www.ucd.ie/registry/admissions/Apply_Verify.html) for
further information.

+ If your first language is not English, you must submit the original
certificate of completion of an English test.

English language requirements

 If your first language is not English and your primary degree was
obtained in a country where English is not the official language
of instruction, then you must provide proof of proficiency in
English such as IELTS or TOEFL.

* You must submit your original certificate of completion of an
English language test must be submitted with the application.

« For IELTs (International English Language Testing System -
Academic): a minimum overall band score of 7.0 is required with
a result not less than 6.5 in each of the individual sections.

* For TOEFL (Test of English as a Foreign Language): Internet Based
Test: a minimum total score of 100 out of 120 is required, with
a score not less than 22 in Reading and Listing, not less than 26
in Speaking and not less than 24 in the test of written English.

+ For the Paper Based Test: A minimum total score of 600 is
required with a score not less than 5.0 in the test of Written
English.

Test results must not be more than 2 years old.

« If you submit an incomplete application it will delay the
application process; you should make sure that all sections of
the online application form are completed, and include copies of
all the requested documentation on, or in advance of, the
deadline.
