disciplines.

•	 Evidence an enhanced aptitude for 
continued self-directed learning as well as 
collaborative learning.

•	 Critically assess certain key theoretical, 
policy, and practical approaches to 
education as informed by the cognate 
disciplines of education and prevailing 
influences on educational practice.

•	 Have the ability to integrate knowledge and 
to reflect on wider disciplinary constructs in 
the course of their study.

•	 Develop appropriate academic writing and 
communication skills

own strand within the diploma, such as 
focusing on the area of Mental Health and 
Wellbeing.

•	 We welcome international applicants 
and advise that applicants, whose first 
language is not English, should have an 
IELTS overall score of 6.5, with no band 
below 6, or equivalent. Only applicants 
who have met the English language 
results will be considered.

It is not 
suitable for international (Non EEA) 
applicants currently residing outside of 
the EEA Region.
