• An upper second class honours, or international equivalent is required
 for entry to the MSc. 

• Candidates who possess a lower second class honours degree or have
limited archaeological experience are encouraged to consider the
Graduate Diploma programme.  Subject to performance in the first
trimester, students may transfer to the full MSc programme.

• Applicants whose first language is not English are also required
to submit evidence of their English Language proficiency.
It is expected that applicants will normally have reached
on overall 7.0 in IELTS or equivalent.
